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General Guidelines: 

1. Admission forms shall be available online 

2. All financial transactions shall be done online. 

3. The Hostel committee shall submit number of vacant hostel seats during each semester 

admission.  

4. Schedule of admission shall be notified on the college website. 

5. Schedule for hostel admission shall be notified on the college website 

 

BA/BSC 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th & 6th Semesters Admissions: 

Provisional admission shall be given to the above semester students after the end 

semester examinations. Students failing in 1 or 2 subjects shall progress to the next 

semester with backlog. Students failing in more than 2 subjects shall not be allowed to 

progress to the next semester. Their provisional admission fees shall be refunded. 

BA/BSC 1st Semester Admission: 

1. Admission to the college begins after the declaration of HSSLC results of NBSE. 

2. Students from other boards awaiting their result may also submit their forms. 

3. Submission of forms does not guarantee admission. 

4. Admission to BA 1st Semester course shall be on merit basis, based on the marks 

obtained in the HSSLC Exam or its equivalent. Students must secure a minimum of 

45% in order to opt for Major subject.  

5. Admission to BSC 1st semester shall be pass marks for Minor Courses only. 

6. Students obtaining 60% and above shall be given on the spot admissions. 

7. Subject-wise intake capacity of BA shall be determined by the Admission Committee 

from time to time. 

8. Programme offered:  

a. Bachelor of Arts (Major): English, Economics, Education, Political Science, 

History, Sociology. 

b. Bachelor of Science (Minor):  



i. Group 1: Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics  

ii. Group 2: Botany, Zoology, Chemistry. 

9. 2 seats in all the subjects shall be reserved for other boards for BA/B.Sc.  

10. Seats for day Scholars and Hostellers shall be determined from time to time according 

to the vacancy by the admission committee.  

11. In case of admissions exceeding the specified capacity, students must sign a pledge to 

stay in the college hostel. 

12. The seats of those failing to take admission during the stipulated time shall be allotted 

to the next candidate in the waiting list. 

13. Incomplete and incorrect forms shall be summarily rejected. 

14. Original Class 12 registration card should be submitted during admission (NBSE 

students) 

15. Proof of payment should be submitted during admission. 

16. No application shall be entertained after the closure of admission.  
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
